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RESUMEN

En este articulo se analiza el papel politico e ideologico que jugé
la Iglesia Catdlica durante el periodo del Liberalismo Radical en la
Provincia de Pasto y su influencia en el pueblo pastuso y en el pen-
samiento de personajes pertenecientes tanto a la jerarquia catélica
como a la sociedad civil.

La Iglesia Catélica, parte integrante de la sociedad, se ha valido de
los imaginarios colectivos para materializar sus intereses e intervenir
en asuntos propios de los grupos y de la sociedad en general. En la
Provincia de Pasto utilizé sermones, enciclicas, pastorales e incluso
los confesionarios para conformar una identidad adepta a su causa,
la que fundamenté en tres aspectos: la propiedad privada, rechazo
a los principios liberales, defensa de la institucién eclesidstica como
pilar del Estado y monopolio de la educacién.
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ABSTRACT

This article analyzes the political and ideological role played by the
Catholic Church during the period of Radical Liberalism in the Pro-
vince of Pasto, Narifio, Colombia; its influence on the town residents
and in the thinking of people belonging both to the catholic hierarchy
and civil society. The Catholic Church, an influential member of the
community, has utilized the collective imaginary to materialize its
own interests in order to intervene in matters of university groups and
of universities in general. In the Province of Pasto, the church has
utilized sermons, encyclicals, pastorals, and even the confessional
in order to adapt its identity to the cause, one that supports three
major aspects: private property, rejection of liberal principles and
defense of the ecclesiastical institution as a pillar of the State and a
monopoly on education.
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
